In Memoriam

Carl Bryan Holmberg, Executive Secretary and Program Director of the MPCA and MACA from 1991 to 1997, died suddenly on September 29, 2002.  He was 53.  Carl was Professor and Director of Graduate Studies in the Department of Popular Culture at Bowling Green State University, where he had taught since 1982. Michael J. Kraus died on April 24, 2003.  He was 47.  Michael was MPCA/MACA Area Chair for British Popular Culture.  He also served on the Interim Governing Council and the Interim Conference Planning Council.  Michael was Associate Professor of English at Marian College and an expert on the Kinks.  He was coeditor of Living on a Thin Line, a book about the Kinks.  Two panels in Michael's memory, organized by his colleagues Tom Kitts and David Schimpf, are scheduled at the conference (panels number 2403 and 3102).
