James Henke is Vice President of Exhibitions and Curatorial Affairs at the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum in Cleveland, where he has worked since 1994.  As the chief curator, he is responsible for all of the museum’s content, from exhibits to films to interactive displays.  Henke assembled and directed the team that put together the initial exhibits for the Hall of Fame's opening in 1995.  James Henke began his career at Rolling Stone magazine in 1977 and, over the following 16 years, wrote numerous stories for the magazine, including cover stories on Eric Clapton, Paul McCartney, U2, the Clash, Bruce Springsteen, the Pretenders, Jerry Garcia, and Bonnie Raitt.  He also served as the magazine’s music editor for nearly a decade.  Henke is a noted historian of rock music and author or editor of numerous books, including The Rolling Stone Illustrated History of Rock & Roll (3rd ed., 1992), The Rolling Stone Album Guide (3rd ed., 1992), I Want to Take You Higher: The Psychedelic Era, 1965-1969 (1997), and Lennon Legend: An Illustrated Life of John Lennon (2003). Non-Tenure-Track Faculty: Current and Emerging Realities

Area: Professional Development

Adjunct professors are staffing more course sections than ever before.  In a 1996 report by the American Association of University Professors, they found that non-tenure-track faculty accounted for about half of all faculty appointments in American higher education.  The non-tenure-track consists of two major groups: those who teach part-time and those who teach full-time but are not on tenure-track lines.  This workshop will review the status of non-tenure-track faculty in America, describe a profile of today's adjunct professor, provide an opportunity for networking among session attendees, and outline standards of professionalism for academic units that hire adjuncts and adjuncts who accept these appointments.
